Mass Etiquette: 

 Things To Do And Not Do In Mass 

1. Fast before Mass. It is church law that one fasts for 
at least 1 hour before receiving Holy Communion. 
Water and medicine can be consumed, of course. 
The purpose is to help us prepare to receive Jesus in 
the Eucharist.  

2. No Food and Drink in Church.  
3. Do not chew gum in church. It shows a lack of 

reverence. 
4. Bless yourself with Holy Water on entering and 

leaving the church. This is a reminder of our 
Baptism, which made us members of Christ’s 
Church. Just try to remain mindful of what is 
happening when you do so and do it with reverence. 

5. Dress modestly and appropriately. Wear your 
Sunday Best.   

6. Show up at least a few minutes early. If for some 
reason you cannot be on time, then try to sit in the 
back so you do not disturb others. Getting to Mass 
early allows you to pray and prepare yourself better 
for Mass. 

7. Cell phones should never be used in Mass for calls 
or texting. The exceptions are emergencies (big 
ones, not everyday ones) and if you do use one, 
please walk out of church to do so. . 

8. Do not sit on the edge of the pew if you sit down 
before others. Rather, sit in the middle so others do 
not have to climb over you. Furthermore – 
Gentlemen offer their seats to any lady (elderly, 
disabled, mothers with infants.) who must stand.   

9. When we enter and leave church, a prominent 
bow towards the altar. Christ is present.  

10. Please maintain a prayerful silence while in 
church. Once you enter the church proper – it is not 
the time or place to visit with those around you. If 
you must talk do so as quietly and briefly as possible. 
Remember that your conversation might be 
disturbing someone who is in prayer, which is much 
more important.  

11. All children are welcome and have their rights. 
Every parent knows that sometimes the baby is 
going to have a bad day. Preferably, sit at the end of 
a pew, if necessary you can take the child to the back 
quietly.
