THE SACRIFICIAL SEASON 

During the season of Lent, beginning on Ash Wednesday and 
continuing until Holy Thursday, the Church asks us to spend 
more time in intentional prayer, to fast and abstain from meat 
on designated days, and to practice charitable giving for the 
sake of others. Recalling Jesus’ forty day fast in the 
wilderness, we believe that our consistent participating in 
these practices is a form of purification that deepens our 
spiritual center by stripping away all that is unnecessary and 
by reminding us of our sole reliance on God. 
The Church emphasizes such acts of self-denial and fraternal 
sharing not merely for adherence to formalities or outward 
displays of piety, but to echo Jesus’ call for conversion of 
heart, penances remain sterile and false; however, interior 
conversion urges expression in visible signs, gestures, and 
works (CCC 1430). In one of his famous homilies, St. Peter 
Chrysologus (ca. 420) stressed the unity of the three spiritual 
practices of Lent: 
There are three things, my brethren by which faith stands 
firm, devotion remains constant, and virtue endures. They 
are prayer, fasting and mercy. Prayer knocks at the door, 
fasting obtains, mercy receives. Prayer, mercy and fasting: 
these three are one, and they give life to each other. 
Seen through the lens of Tradition, and founded in sacred 
Scripture, our Lenten journey of sacrifice works toward a 
purpose. Striving to understand its challenge and promise, we 
take up our crosses, just as we are signed with the cross of 
Lent’s beginning, and walk the penitential road with Jesus.
