A Blessed Christmas 
Many years ago, my family decided that instead of a huge hoard of commercially 
produced presents under the tree, we would make donations to charities or participate 
in programs which helps those who are less fortunate than us. Then on Christmas Day 
we would share with each other the ways in which we had help those less fortunate 
than us. This kind of Christmas sounds very radical to many people. But celebrating 
Christmas this way gave us something else to look forward to than a mound of presents 
under the tree. It also changed the way we look at the world around us. It helps us to 
have a more passionate response to those who are less fortunate than us. An ear that 
listens, a voice that comforts and a hand to hold in times of loneliness, fear and 

abandonment can bring a lot more peace and joy to this world than a thousand beautifully wrapped presents.  
 Has Christmas become too big, too flashy and too stressful for you? Has gift giving supplanted the simple story 
of a child born to give his life to us? Is the only lingering presence of Christmas the roasting pan soaking in the 
kitchen sink and the credit card bills in January? If so, then maybe the solution is to make it smaller, more joyful, 
more personally interactive.  It will take patient practice to put the right meaning back into our Christmas giving.  
Start by taking a good look at what goes on in your home this Christmas. What is most important to you? Is it the 
gift giving, the decorations, the over the top dinner that gives it meaning; or is it the laughter of children, the joy of 
a partner who has shared the good and the bad with you and the loving community of family and friends that have 
enriched your life?   
  This Christmas Day as I share the Eucharist with the parishioners here at St. Jerome’s I will give thanks for all 
those who have strengthened and enriched my ministry. Along with the sacrifice of the Mass and will offer my own 
commitment to serve you as we share our fears, hopes and dreams for the future. These is my gift to you this 
Christmas. And there won’t be a single shred of wrapping paper or discarded ribbon to clean up afterwards.
