That will ensure that you get the bulletin and other 
information from the parish as it is published. Daily Mass is 
also posted on our website. We are trying to resurrect our 
Facebook page so that we can communicate with each other. 
Once it is up and running Msgr. Michael will also be posting 
a weekly message on Facebook. 
If you know someone who may not have received any 
messages from the parish and feels out of the loop, please 
have them subscribe to our website and send us an email to 
office@stjeromeparish.ca so we can update our parish 
records. As we move forward with plans to reopening the 
Church it is important for us to be able to reach as many of 
our parishioners as possible to inform them of how Mass will 
be conducted under the government imposed COVID-19 
restrictions.
