GUIDELINES FOR CONFESSION

The Sacrament of Reconciliation is now

available. Please make note of the

following guidelines when coming to the
church for confession.

1. As per City by-law, you must wear a

mask/face covering in the Church.

2. Enter through the chapel door beside
the St. Joseph Shrine when it is open. After you enter, close
the door behind you.

3. Stay behind the plexiglass shield for confession. You may
kneel or sit.

4. When finished, ‘knock on’ the door you came in for the
next person, then EXIT by the door into the gathering
space.

5. We cannot sanitize between each confession, so we ask
you to please sanitize your hands before and immediately
after the confession before you exit the Church.

6. Leave the church by the side entrance. Say your penance
in your car or at home.

7. Please do NOT re-enter the Church to say your penance. It
has been sanitized for the Sunday Vigil Mass.
