My Dear Brothers and Sisters in 
Christ, 
Since September, our parish has 
been a place of vibrant activity and 
growth. Week after week, something 

new has been happening, and I am truly proud of all of you 
for your willingness to embrace these initiatives with faith 
and enthusiasm. 
We began by strengthening our Youth Ministry, 
welcoming Perla Sayah as our full-time youth minister. 
Ms. Donna Shotwell generously volunteered as the 
coordinator for sacramental preparation, working alongside 
33 dedicated volunteers. Together, they are doing a 
wonderful job preparing our young people from eight 
elementary schools for their First Holy Communion and 
Confirmation. Many of you have also stepped forward to 
lead and guide our various liturgical ministries, serve as 
sacristans, and support our parish in countless ways. 
Our ministry and organizational leaders have met multiple 
times to discuss, understand, and address the needs and 
goals of our parish. Through your dedication, we have 
opened an adoration chapel, started Friday Adoration, 
introduced a Wednesday devotion to St. Joseph and a 
Saturday devotion to Our Lady of Perpetual Help, and 
created more opportunities for the Sacrament of 
Confession and additional Sunday evening Mass. 
Additionally, we have formed a new Building and Finance 
Council, bringing together experienced and professional 
individuals to help guide our parish forward. We have also 
launched a Bible Study on the Book of Psalms by a great 
Bible scholar, Fr. Dominic Borg and the Mother and 
Toddler program to support young families in their 
spiritual journey, and many more pastoral initiatives are 
being considered to strengthen our parish community. 
None of these accomplishments would have been possible 
without your faith, generosity, and commitment to the 
Lord. I am deeply grateful for each of you. 
I am also aware that some of you have been frustrated by 
the ongoing leaks in the church, which at times disrupt our 
prayers and hymns. Please know that our Building 
Committee, in consultation with the Archdiocese of 
Toronto, is actively working to address this issue. This 
Tuesday, our new Finance Committee will meet with the 
Chair and Co-Chair of the Building Committee to develop 
concrete plans. The financial challenge ahead of us is 
significant, and while there are no quick solutions, we are 
taking the necessary time to carefully assess and resolve 
these issues. I ask you to keep your parish leadership in 
your prayers as they work toward solutions, and we will 
provide updates in the coming weeks. 
May God bless you all abundantly for your love and 
service to our parish.
