Dear Parishioners, 
 

This Wednesday is Ash Wednesday which 

marks the beginning of the holy season of 

Lent. On that day we will be marked with ashes and hear the words: “Remember that you 

are dust, and to dust you shall return.” The Church gives us these forty days as a gift—a 

sacred season to slow down, to take an honest look at our lives, and to allow the Lord to 

renew us from within. Life moves quickly, and it is easy for our faith to become routine 

or crowded out by responsibilities and distractions. Lent gently interrupts that pattern. It 

invites us to pause, to listen more carefully to the voice of the Lord, and to remember that 

we were created for more than simply getting through the day—we were created for 

friendship with God. 

The forty days of Lent mirror the forty days Jesus spent in the desert, where He prayed, 

fasted, and prepared for His public ministry. We are invited to walk that same path in our 

own way. By choosing concrete practices—setting aside time for prayer, embracing some 

form of fasting, and sharing more generously with those in need—we allow God to 

reshape our hearts. These practices are not about proving something to God, but about 

making room for His grace to work within us, so that He may heal what is wounded and 

strengthen what is weak. 

Lent is a journey we make together as a parish family. Through the celebration of the 

Eucharist, the Stations of the Cross, opportunities for Confession, and simple acts of 

charity, we encourage one another to keep our eyes fixed on Christ. May these forty days 

draw us closer to Him and to one another.
